· More recently, Epilepsy and Learning Disability/Neurology care pathway devised – including monthly meetings with epilepsy specialist nurse LD from neighbouring PCT. and epilepsy specialist nurse from neurology department to improve access for epilepsy care.

· Training provided to staff following results of clinical audit.
