Health Screen Opportunity Audit

This audit took place across Cheshire & Wirral to find out if people with learning disabilities attended health screening. This included regular dental and eye checks, annual health or medication reviews and all national screening programmes. 

The audit was designed following a referral to the health facilitator from the local hospital, a lady with downs syndrome had been diagnosed with breast cancer but she had not attended for mammography screening when invited the previous year. The carers did not take her for the screening. This raised several issues- how many other people are being denied these opportunities and why?

It is hoped that the findings of this audit will give us the local evidence needed to go to Public Health colleagues and ask how we can improve access to health screening.  Work has already begun to look at access to breast screening.

The findings of the audit will be shared with LD Partnership Board, the Health Action Group, Public Health colleagues, service providers and commissioners.
