Health Passport

An A4 yellow document that is completed by the carer that contains basic information about the person, including main carer, medication, likes/dislikes, how the person communicates and how they show they are in pain. It is a document that alerts hospital staff the person has a learning disability and therefore may need extra support.

This was developed by health facilitators and the disability advisor from the local hospital to raise awareness of the needs of people with learning disabilities and the needs of their carers. It has been very well received by people with learning disabilities and carers. The hospital executive board signed up to it and purchased copies for the hospital. The PCT Chief Executive is a keen supporter of the passport and has written to the hospital Chief Executive to encourage the continued use of the passport.
