This has been shown by research (The Impact of Person Centred Planning, Emerson et al 2005) to lead to improved quality of life outcomes for people with learning disabilities)

He is leading the local PCP Task Group and set up a PCP Facilitator’s Learning Set, also organised and participated in PCP ‘Breadth’ Training and PCP Facilitator Training offered across the various providers of services to people with a learning disability label in the area. A website was set up to provide information on Person Centred Thinking Tools available.
