	Why and How the good practice was established
	Myself and a work colleague attended a 10 week NSF older People’s course. Within Learning Disabilities there was not a similar course but interest had been expressed for training on older people’s issues so a 4 half day course was put together on issues such as coronary heart disease / stroke, healthy lifestyles, dementia, depression, falls, constipation, diabetes etc.

The course has run on 4 different occasions so far and has been disseminated to over 60 staff from within residential services across the borough.
