	Post was researched by Lynn Hannon as part of her M.Sc. Professional Practice (development and evaluation) which specifically focussed on pre admission assessment. 
The research included a focus study feed back on the experiences of people with learning disabilities using acute services in this locality.

Established in September 2003 initially funded by the learning disability partnership board the post was developed by current liaison nurse Julie Clift.
