	Enabling continuing independent living for a client with epilepsy by use of risk management and assistive technology.


	Why and How the good practice was established
	Following changes to seizure patterns, multi-agency team felt that the risk to remain in own home was too great to manage.
Client, however, stated that she did not want to move into staffed accommodation at whatever cost.

Capacity assessments were carried out, which enabled a multi professional decision that with appropriate technology, multi-agency approach and risk management, the client could stay in her own flat and remain independent both day and night.


	The Positive Outcomes
